School liaison program
· since 1971 delta school district and delta police shared mandate and goals.

· Working in partnership for socially responsible students

· 5 School Liaison officers (additional one approved for 2019/2020)

3 (4) in north and 2 in south of delta

· Common issues: social media calls for service, replica air soft pistol/CO2 pistol, mental health issues/suicides, drugs, youths at risk

· There are two youth officers, that work with high risk students

· Drug information:  New since cannabis became legal - $230 fine/charge for a student for possession of alcohol and cannabis (before it would be just a no case seizure)

· xanax – was actually a drug laced with fentanyl, seized in delta schools

· no vaping/smoking on school grounds

· police officers still waiting for forms, policies for cannabis

Crime prevention model
· cannabis talk to PAC committee

· fentanyl and drug awareness for all grade 8/9 students in delta

· digital citizenship awareness (grade 4-7) – focus on how to behave the same in public as online, they are not anonymous online, focus on the shoulds and not just the should nots, working on positive remodelling (memes and youtube videos)

· triage model referral system– youth officer and seargant – fast tracking to mental health when needed

· adopt a school - patrol officers assigned to schools, hi-five program to connect police with the kids, 2/3 officers come at recess/lunch to engage with students ie. playing soccer or basketball with them

· student police academy – take 24 gr.11/12 students for 8 days, go through mini recruiting, fitness, interview, drive police cars, shoot pistols, physical training, law (with exam), great experience and good for resume, etc.

· Yo-bro/Girl Peer Development – 2 in the north end (jarvis/mcclosky), once a week after school, may start another at chalmers.   Primary focus for kids at risk, at risk of gang lifestyle, but they like to have a mixture with other kids.   The program is not for behavioural cases.

· Student Ambassador Program – south end, coming to north next year.   Senior students go through district liaison officers, volunteer, mentorship for younger students.   1/2 of the students are former police academy students.

Crime prevention strategy – engagement, environment, education, and enforcement
